GOD’S JUSTICE 
Ø Expression of Holiness 
Ø Judgment is Talionic -    retaliatory 

 Sin by eating -     suffer to eat 
 Brought pain/death -   suffer pain 
 Desirable fruit -     birth pain 
 Desire to rule -     mastered 
 Destruction attempt -  head crushed 



ANTHRPOLOGY - Foundation
