13:12-13  He exercises all the 
 authority of the first beast in his 
 presence. And he makes the 
 earth and those who dwell in it 
 to worship the first beast, whose 
 fatal wound was healed. 13 He 
 performs great signs, so that he 
 even makes fire come down out 
 of heaven to the earth in the 
 presence of men.  



13:14  And he deceives those who 
 dwell on the earth because of the 
 signs which it was given him to 
 perform in the presence of the 
 beast, telling those who dwell on 
 the earth to make an image to 
 the beast who had the wound of 
 the sword and has come to life.  



13:16-17  & he causes all, the small 
 and the great, and the rich and 
 the poor, and the free men and 
 the slaves, to be given a mark on 
 their right hand or on their 
 forehead, 17 and he provides 
 that no one will be able to buy or 
 to sell, except the one who has 
 the mark, either the name of the 
 beast or the number of his name.

14:1  Then I looked, and behold, the 
 Lamb was standing on Mount 
 Zion, and with Him one hundred 
 and forty-four thousand, having 
 His name and the name of His 
 Father written on their 
 foreheads.  



14:4-5  These are the ones who have 
 not been defiled with women, for 
 they have kept themselves 
 chaste. These are the ones who 
 follow the Lamb wherever He 
 goes. These have been purchased 
 from among men as first fruits to 
 God and to the Lamb. 5 And no 
 lie was found in their mouth; 
 they are blameless.

16:1-2  Then I heard a loud voice from 
 the temple, saying to the seven 
 angels, “Go and pour out on the 
 earth the seven bowls of the wrath 
 of God.” 2 So the first angel went 
 and poured out his bowl on the 
 earth; and it became a loathsome 
 and malignant sore on the people 
 who had the mark of the beast and 
 who worshiped his image.

16:12  The sixth angel poured out his 
 bowl on the great river, the 
 Euphrates; and its water was 
 dried up, so that the way would 
 be prepared for the kings from 
 the east.  



16:13-14  And I saw coming out of the 
 mouth of the dragon and out  of the 
 mouth of the beast and out of the 
 mouth of the false prophet, three 
 unclean spirits like frogs; 14 for 
 they are spirits of demons, 
 performing signs, which go out to 
 the kings of the whole world, to 
 gather them together for the war of 
 the great day of God, the Almighty.  



16:15-16  (“Behold, I am coming like 
 a thief. Blessed is the one who 
 stays awake and keeps his 
 clothes, so that he will not walk 
 about naked and men will not 
 see his shame.”) 16 And they 
 gathered them together to the 
 place which in Hebrew is called 
 Har-Magedon.

17:1-2  Then one of the seven angels who 
 had the seven bowls came and spoke 
 with me, saying, “Come here, I will 
 show you the judgment of the great 
 harlot who sits on many waters, 2 
 with whom the kings of the earth 
 committed acts of immorality, and 
 those who dwell on the earth were 
 made drunk with the wine of her 
 immorality.” 



17:3  And he carried me away in the 
 Spirit into a wilderness; and I 
 saw a woman sitting on a scarlet 
 beast, full of blasphemous 
 names, having seven heads and 
 ten horns.  



17:4-5  The woman was clothed in pur-
 ple and scarlet, and adorned with 
 gold and precious stones and pearls, 
 having in her hand a gold cup full of 
 abominations and of the unclean 
 things of her immorality, 5 and on 
 her forehead a name was written, a 
 mystery, “BABYLON THE 
 GREAT, THE MOTHER OF HAR-
 LOTS AND OF THE ABOMINA-
 TIONS OF THE EARTH.” 



17:6  And I saw the woman drunk 
 with the blood of the saints, and 
 with the blood of the witnesses of 
 Jesus.

17:9-10  “Here is the mind which has 
 wisdom. The seven heads are 
 seven mountains on which the 
 woman sits, 10 and they are 
 seven kings; five have fallen, one 
 is, the other has not yet come; 
 and when he comes, he must 
 remain a little while.  



17:12-13  “The ten horns which you 
 saw are ten kings who have not 
 yet received a kingdom, but they 
 receive authority as kings with 
 the beast for one hour.    
 13 “These have one purpose, and 
 they give their power and 
 authority to the beast.  



17:14  “These will wage war against 
 the Lamb, and the Lamb will 
 overcome them, because He is 
 Lord of lords and King of kings, 
 and those who are with Him are 
 the called and chosen and 
 faithful.” 



17:18  “The woman whom you saw 
 is the great city, which reigns 
 over the kings of the earth.”
